WHERE:  Lake Farm Centre, Lake Side Road, off Kragga Kamma or Sea View Road, PE  
 
TIME:  REGISTRATION OPENS @ 8h00    AGE RESTRICTION: must be 16 years or older.

All payments only (cash) at morning of race at start.  Registration starts 8 am at Lake Farm Centre

DISTANCES:  about 10KM  
 
GRADING/LEVEL:  this is suitable for Beginners also BUT running a trail run especially on a Game 
Reserve with wild animals is a potentially hazardous activity.  Route is 70% on grass and 30% 
on sand/gravel and mostly on visible trails. 
 
Prizegiving: at 11h30 and also lucky draw 
 
Cut-off:  at 11h30 and all to leave route because no support available on route from 12h00.

RACE INFORMATION:  
 

1. The Wild Trail Run will take place at Lake Farm Centre, and Private Nature Reserve of the Royalston 
Estate and Lake de la Vie, 10km out of Port Elizabeth at Lake Farm Centre in Lake Side Road, just off 
from the Kragga Kamma Road or Sea View Road.  

2. Directions to get to venue: see our location and map on our website  

3. Entry fee is R30 and faxed Entry forms will secure a special medal when we receive payments only 
at start. 

5. The race is on Saturday the 27th August 2011 will take place on the above-mentioned properties and 
will be about 10km.  

6. Expect to run on trails cut in and around the Nature Reserve and farm with a few sharp climbs, 
mostly grass, some sand/gravel trails and minor obstacles to negotiate.  

7. Every runner must support themselves as no water points will be provided along the route.  

8. The route will be well marked but you will have to look out for the markers and make sure not to lose 
the trail.  

9. There will be ample to do for family members waiting for runners to finish. A coffee shop, farm fête, 
food stalls, craft shop and Popsy-the-Clown fun park for the kids, guided walks on the farm and life 
instrumental band will make sure no one is bored waiting for loved ones.  

10. There will be prize money and lucky draw prizes.  

11. The winners (male and female) of each race will get a gift or prize.  

12. Enter early (fax entry/application) if you want to make sure you reserve a place for this limited real 
wild opportunity for only 300 runners. How? Fax your entry form to 041-3791684 and make payment at 
entry table on morning of race. 
13. Safety:  
ALL wild animals are potentially dangerous and should be avoided at all times. The specific trail has 
been tested and evaluated by experienced trail runners without any problems. Although incidents occur 
very seldom over many years, runners are instructed to stay out of the way of approaching animals and 
take safety precautions when you see storming animals which might include giraffe, wilde beest, 
ostrich, bush buck, etc. or other dangers such as snakes. 
Persons trained in 1st Aid will be available at the venue but not in the bush and it is advisable for 
inexperienced and beginner trail runners to always take cell phones with them when they run alone. 
Two Rhino quad bikes will be on duty to assist when needed in the bush. At about the 2,5 km and 
5km/halfway mark (crossings over gravel roads) there should be marshals to assist in case of 
emergency or if you need to exit the race route. The route follows visible trails, open grass areas and 
no bundu-bashing required. Do not change direction or leave route unless you see the markers or 
follow instructions of marshals. If unsure of the direction to next marker rather take it slow, go to the last 
marker and look for the next marker before changing direction or wait for other runners to assist. At 
11h30 there will be a sweeper and all will have to leave route then. 
14.  NB: Enjoy the exclusive, wild experience and don’t forget to notice the wild-life, unspoiled bush and 
no littering will be allowed because this is a Green Race on a Private Nature Reserve.
